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Abstract

This paper considered various conditions when the installation of private middle
schools ocurred. Tuition, the course and competing rate were analyzed in the case of
Hiroshima Prefecture during the 1900’s-1930’s.

As a result of the analysis, the following points were clarified. There were schools
which were forced to enlarge in scale and schools where the number of students
decreased. It was necessary to take various measures in order to get social cognition

and continue as a private middle school.
